AMA does not require FAA registration, so attending an AMA event does not require it either.  Please don’t create an issue with refusing to allow a member to participate in an AMA-sanctioned event because he or she has not registered with the FAA.”
Bill Schultze reminded the club that our Flying Site Rules require a valid AMA membership and FAA registration.  The WWRC Club rules must be complied with.  Bill said we need to update our membership application to reflect the change.  The new Club Member’s Handbook reflects this change along with other updates.  Bill handed out the new handbooks  to members at the meeting.
